It is important that your lookup tables are accurate and complete for both County and Policy Lookup {{County}}
{{PolcLkup}} for ProGFE to do its work, the old adage Garbage in, Garbage out, has never been more appropriate.
SoftPro has many county tables available on MySoftPro, contact your SoftPro support representative for assistance
creating accurate Lookup Tables. Of course we will assist as we can during your initial setup, however you will need to
keep these tables updated with your specific information for ProGFE to calculate its information correctly.

ProGFE supports Cascading Lookup tables. There are multiple reasons you might need cascading lookup tables, one
example is using the ProGFE "Save Field" described in the Setup Tab, to insert a lookup table that references person
specific items.

Notes on E-mail / SPAM filters, replies

Having your GFE Result e-mails get caught by SPAM filters or Junk Mail folders is a potential issue when using SMTP
Servers outside of your network. There are many schools of thought. The easiest solution is to have customers add the
Email to Send Replay as address to their address book, or good lists. As with many easy solutions, we don't find that to
be the best solution. However e-mail is complex, and there are many ways around SPAM Filters.

A good solution is to use your companies SMTP servers with a valid "Email to Send Reply as" address. You should then
setup a user to monitor incoming e-mail on that address, so any replies to your GFE Results e-mails will be monitored.
Using this method gives the highest probability of the e-mails always making it through filters.

If you are using our servers for sending mail, we recommend setting up a Sender Policy Framework (SPF) record for your
DNS TXT records. An SPF record allows a domain owner to specify what SMTP servers are authorized to send email with
an address of *@yourdomain.com. If a domain publishes an SPF record, spammers and phishers are less likely to forge
e-mails pretending to be from that domain, since the forged e-mails are more likely to be caught in spam filters which
check the SPF record.

You must have a working County, City, and or State Lookup table that automates the 1200 section for GFE Lines 7 and 8
to automatically fill. (if that varies for your area) SoftPro Corporation will assist with these tasks if you are under AMS, or
newly installing. We use SoftPro Corp's lookup tables, We can not install a SoftPro supplied lookup table in any case
where SoftPro would not install one.



If your Template has a lookup table in it that should be updated at run time, be sure to add that lookup tables, ProForm
field name to the Lookup list, on the Lookup Tab of ProGFE Server. You can use this feature to maintain current
information with each run of ProGFE for lookup tables you need. For instance, Rather than filling out the Settlement
Agent's information. You can use the {{FirmName}} lookup table to populate these fields. So if a phone number, email
address or anything changes, only the lookup table's data would need changed. To use this you must have a lookup
table under {{FirmName}} then enter only the Firm's Name into the {{FirmName}} field and add FirmName to the lookup
tables that ProGFE processes. Setup like this, if you update the FirmName row in the lookup table, ProGFE will use that
information. If you don't overlay information, you likely don't care about this feature.



Formula Expressions and Functions

ProGFE uses a different method of processing formulas than ProForm which allow among other things IF statements.

ProForm fields are entered in the standard ProForm {{SalePric}} format. To add 2 numbers use the Syntax {{SalePric}} +
{{LoanAmt}}, rather than {{SalePrice + LoanAmt}}. There can be only one field inside any curly brackets {{FieldName}}

If lookup tables are to be used by both employees and ProGFE. Setup them up by using both ProForm formulas, and
ProGFE formulas in different fields. Then Use the Power of ProGFE Custom Formulas to move amount fields from
ProForm Text fields, to Hud Lines.
